DAY-TO-DAY SUBSTITUTES 
 

Day-to-Day Substitutes are a vital part of our work force.  Day-to-Day Substitutes fill in for 
short term medical leave, personal leave and professional leave. 

 
As much as possible, Day-to-Day Substitutes are called in advance of the dates needed.  In case 
of illness, however, they are called in the morning between 6:30-7:30am. 

 
Day-to-Day Substitutes are not expected to do planning or follow up work.  Their service is 
focused on carrying out instructional plans and performing duties that would have normally 
been done by that teacher during the day. 

 
The current rate for Day-to-Day Substitutes is $85.00 per day. 

 
CANDIDATE SUBSTITUTES 

 
Candidate Substitutes are individuals who are interested in being considered for future 
teaching positions. 

 
A substitute must sub at least 10 days in a school year as a Day-to-Day Substitute before 
achieving the classification of Candidate Substitute. 

 
Once the substitute has achieved the status, he/she notifies the school office when subbing.  
Administrators then do informal observations to view teaching contingencies. 

 
Candidate Substitutes receive the same compensations as Day-to-Day Substitutes.  While 
Candidate Substitutes are not guaranteed interviews, they may call the principal where a posted 
vacancy occurs and ask for a review of their application in the screening process. 

 
LONG TERM SUBSTITUTES 

 
Long Term Substitutes fill in for leaves of extended periods.  While often it is known in 
advance that a leave will be long term, sometimes it is not. 
 
Long Term Substitutes must engage in a full range of teacher responsibilities.  These include 
assessing, planning and reporting. 
 
Principals or the Director of Special Services select Long Term Substitutes.  Every effort is 
made to use certified teachers in long term positions. 
 
Long Term Substitutes are placed on Step I of the BA salary schedule after 30 days of service 
in the same position.
