Math CMT Review
Packets

8th grade students have been
working on Connecticut Mastery
Test (CMT) prototype questions
(released from the state) during flex
period since the beginning of Janu-
ary. Students were given 10-15
minutes to answer 8 questions.
They would get into groups of four
and share their answers, then the
whole class would process the an-
swers.  This was to familiarize your
child with the 3 different types of
questions (multiple choice, grin-in
and short answer), along with pos-
sible content on the three math
CMT tests.

Also, since September, 8th
grade math students have been fa-
miliarizing themselves with the
over 400 vocabulary words (state
CMT released).  They have done
word splashes, which involve plac-
ing words into groups (categoriz-
ing), defining and CMT math bingo.

All of this information is go-
ing home this week with your
child.  They have a brown enve-
lope that contains the prototype
questions and the vocabulary
(along with the answers and word
splashes/definitions).

Please encourage your child to
review this packet of information
this weekend and next week (Mar.
3-10).  Vocabulary knowledge has

been proven to increase standard-
ized test scores.  The prototype
questions will familiarize your
child with the 3 types of questions
and develop confidence in their
mathematics test taking skill.

Your child has put a lot of ef-
fort into this work contained in the
envelope.  I am very proud of this
effort and the enthusiasm your
child exhibited!
